INTERNATIONAL STUDENT AEE SCHOLARSHIP

AEE gives scholarships on a competitive basis to students preparing for careers in energy management.  Scholarship amount was $625 in total one time plus AEE Student Membership for one year to each winner in 2009.  Now is the time to apply for this year's (2010) scholarships. Principals/Course Directors/Course Coordinators are invited to forward their nomination (maximum two from one Institute/College/Course) to the Secretary – AEE India Chapter & Coordinator – Energy Management Department, IISWBM, Kolkata – 700 073, Email: binoykchoudhury@gmail.com and b_k_choudhury@hotmail.com, by April 26, 2010, 3 pm  positively. The Scholarship Committee, Chaired by Prof Dr. K M Agrawal, will scrutinize the applications complete in all respect and nominate a maximum of three students for the scholarship to the AEE Head Quarter at Atlanta, USA. The winners’ names are globally publicized. The award helps the winner to become a member of the global community and to enrich his/her CV to a global standard in the area of Energy Management.

The first chapter of the Association of Energy Engineers, (www.aeecenter.org, the renowned body of 8500 plus energy professionals with chapters in 77 countries over the globe including US) in India was inaugurated on February 21, 2003 by H.E. Mr. George N Sibley, the American Consul General, Consulate General of USA in Kolkata  at IISWBM. This is helping the senior managers in energy intensive industries in the region to share with the US counterparts on state-of-the-art technology and practices in Energy Management. The AEE India Chapter at IISWBM is boast of securing the international awards in each of the various categories in last three years in succession, i.e. since the year of it’s inception in 2003. In 2005 the chapter was adjudged for best International Chapter in three categories viz. Newsletter, Community Service, Student Chapter and Overall performance. The contenders were 31 countries including UK, South Africa and Georgia. In every year since 2003 the India Chapter has been winning International Chapter Awards and International Students Scholarship(s) nominated by the Chapter. Students in India pursuing Energy courses can become AEE Student Member at only US$ 5. Membership form is attached.
The AEE Foundation

The AEE Foundation, a 501(c)(3) organization, was established in 1983 to encourage qualified practitioners in energy engineering and energy management by awarding scholarships to further the education of students in the field. Last year the Foundation awarded $30,000 in scholarships to well deserving applicants for AEE’s 30th Anniversary. 

Indian Institute of Social Welfare and Business Management (IISWBM)
(http://www.iiswbm.edu)

Indian Institute of Social Welfare and Business Management (IISWBM), established in 1953, was the first management education institute to be set up in India. The Institute offers regular courses in Master of Business Administration (M.B.A.), Master of Human Resource Management (M.H.R.M.) as well as master degree programme in Public Systems Management (MPSM). 

At the instance of the Ministry of Human Resource Development, Government of India, IISWBM introduced a two-year (four-semester) post-graduate diploma courses in four streams of Public Systems Management (PSM) in the year 1993, for the first time in the country. The courses are approved by the All India Council for Technical Education and upgraded to Master Degree of Calcutta University from 2009. The four streams are: (a) Energy Management, (b) Environment Management, (c) Health-Care & Hospital Management and (d) Transportation Management and Logistics Management.


Energy Management Department

The Energy Management Department of PSM has a well equipped laboratory with a number of electrical and mechanical energy measuring equipment for conducting Energy Audit, possible even in the hard-core process industries. It extends consultancy services on efficient use of energy, renewable energy utilization and other areas of energy management. So far the department has carried out about 100 energy audit studies mostly in industrial plants.

The Department set up an "Energy Club", following recommendations made in an United Nations ESCAP-sponsored international training programme, within the Institute, in 2001.  The club meets regularly, with a need to implementing energy conservation methodologies in real life situations and to impart a momentum to the process of Energy Management and Energy Awareness Programme in the country.

A Sustainable Energy and Green House Gas Accounting Cell (SEGAC) was established at IISWBM on January 6, 2005 in partnership with Energy Wise India (EWI) – world’s first such project of USAID. The mission of the Cell is to establish a permanent entity that can encourage industrial energy efficiency and promote awareness and reduction of Green House Gas emission by providing sustainable services to the industry in the eastern region of India.

3. The student needs financial support.
